The Evolution range was first released in 2006 and the amplifier and CD player have now been upgraded to Evolution 2. The tuner remains unchanged. Evolution bears a family resem-

blance to Creek’s top of the line Destiny range although it is positioned as Creek’s entry level. In no way can Evolution be considered simply a pale imitation of Destiny. To the contrary 

it aims at a more lively and energetic presentation. Creek has always had a strong reputation for being able to produce excellent electronics at affordable ‘budget’ prices. Evolution 

has kept that reputation intact. Evolution 2 boasts a super smart appearance with its sleek minimalist lines. All three products are housed in a robust case with a thick aluminium 

front panel. The blue display has varying degrees of brightness controlled from the attractive remote handset.
 

With its minimalist design, the Evolution 2 amplifier has 5 inputs, selectable from the rotary knob on the front panel – or by remote. The front panel also has a tape switch, display 

panel, headphone socket and on/off switch. The rear panel has four inputs plus tape – and one pair of speaker terminals. Its performance is robust and well rounded – its musicality 

and rhythmic capabilities could have you thinking you were listening to a far more expensive amplifier!
 

The Evolution 2 CD player has a sound that is best described as big, bold and full of bravado. As soon as the music starts it is immediately 

apparent that this player is well on top of things with its punchy and crisp delivery making it astonishingly musical. 

The soundstage is wide and deep and its performance is full of life and energy.

Tuners are something Creek has always done exceptionally 

well, and the Evolution is no exception. This analogue tuner 

covers both FM and AM bands with RDS automatically 

displaying the station name. It is possi-

ble to store up to 80 presets between 

both AM and FM.
